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NOTES

1. Artofix acoustic tiles can be installed directly onto a drywall or ceiling.
2. For walls, tiles can be secured to the surface with a manual or pneumatic stapler.

3. For ceilings, tiles must be secured to the surface using a drill or screwdriver, or stapled with a
pneumatic stapler.

4. The surface must be clean and uniform.

5. Dark tiles: We recommend painting the wall or ceiling a similar color to the tile before starting the
installation.

With a utility knife, cut the tabs off the sides of the tiles that will be up against the perimeter of the
ARTOTRIM-C1 frame.

YN Attaching ARTOCLIP retention clips

Attach 2 ARTOCLIP retention clips on every side that will be in contact with the ARTOTRIM-C1 frame.
The retention clips hold the tile in place within the frame.

Three-dimensional tiles: Insert the stone wool panel inside the tile, make sure to position the notches
as indicated. An improperly placed stone wool panel will block the notches, and prevent the tabs on
surrounding tiles from inserting.

YNk First tile

Install the first tile with ARTOCLIP next to the centerline, and against the upper ARTOTRIM-C1 molding.
Staple all the tabs to the surface using a manual or pneumatic stapler.

1" (254 mm) for pneumatic stapler

Continue to install the other tiles, verifying the alignment every 3 or 4 tiles using a laser level.

Complete the installation with the last tile in the corner.

1. Insert the side tabs of the tile with ARTOCLIP into the notches of the already installed tile.

2. Once the tabs are properly seated, insert the top tabs and push in the sides with ARTOCLIP until
the tile is fully within the ARTOTRIM-C1 frame.
